The 1. Schamrock-Festival of Women Poets took place in  
Munich, Germany from the 19. to the 21. October 2012. 

More then 45 women poets from Germany, Austria, Switzerland, 
Southern Tyrol, Finland and the USA joined for a big reading 
festival, crossing borders and embracing all generations. 

The audience was invited not only to meet well known authors - 
like Marlene Streeruwitz, Ilma Rakusa, Ruth Klüger, Swantje  
Lichtenstein, Dorothea Grünzweig, Martina Hefter, Lydia Daher 
and Tanja Dückers - but also to discover interesting new names. 
For three days the poetesses and their texts took the center 
stage. 

Here they offerd the whole spectrum of classical as well as  
experimental forms of poetry, priding itself of being the  
„queen of the literary arts“. 

The program included readings, talks and interviews with the authors, discussions and films. Performers with bands made the words dance, and  
lectures and workshops asked questions about poetry and poetics, like: can we find a specific female sound in recent poetry? Or: what kind of  
role does poetry play in a globalized world?

 
The Schamrock-Festival of Women Poets arose from the Schamrock-Salon of Women Poets, founded in 2008 by Munich artist, poet and musician 
Augusta Laar. The Salon takes place several times a year in Munich, and presents in various events the entire spectrum of lyrical production of  
contemporary poetesses.

Festival History
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The 2nd Schamrock-Festival of Women Poets will take place from October 24. to 26. Oktober 2014 in  
Munich, Germany, including a one day stop-over before that on October 20th in Vienna, Austria.

Poetesses from Austria, Finland, Galicia(Spain), Germany, Ireland, Italy, Japan, Mexico, Slovenia,  
Switzerland,  Turkey, the Republic of Tuva (Mongolia) and the USA are invited to form a caleidoscope  
of many voices giving the various expressions of female poetry an international face.

The festival program include Friederike Mayröcker, Nora Gomringer and Anja Golob (Slovenia) for the 
Vienna part, among others. In Munich we expect Zehra Çirak (Turkey/Berlin), Yoko Tawada (Japan/Berlin),  
Nora Gomringer, Swantje Lichtenstein, Pelin Özer (Turkey), Brigitte Oleschinski, Patti Trimble (USA/
Sicily), Birgit Kempker, Ingrid Fichtner and Wanda Schmid (Switzerland), Yolanda Castano and Maria 
Reimóndez (Galicia), Dacia Maraini (Italy), Ann Egan and Cliona O’Connell (Ireland), Kirsti Simonsuuri, 
Johanna Venho and Helena Sinervo (Finland) and many more.

The line-up includes performances and  concerts with singers, musicians and poets Sainckho Namchylak 
(Republic of Tuva), Renate Knaup-Krötenschwanz (of Amon Düül II), Rapper Ebow (Turkey/Munich) and 
Diana Syrse (Mexiko/Munich), a music-theater project by composer Helga Pogatschar, inspired by texts 
by Nora Gomringer, and Kunst oder Unfall (Art od Accident) with the internationally acclaimed musicians 
Robyn Schulkowsky and Sebi Tramontana as special guests.

These iclude readings, book launches,  
introductions of Austrian publishing houses and literary magazines,  
discussions and exhibitions as well as academic meetings and conferences.

The main focus is laid on presenting Austrian literature of the last 100 
years, emphaiszing the contemporary production.

Legendary Austrian author Friederike Mayröcker, who due to her age could not join the Munich festival,  
but promised to join in Vienna in 2014 (the year of her 90th birthday), sent a personal poem and video  
to greet the 1. Schamrock-Festival. The title of the anthology borrows a line from that poem:  
hingerissen in eurer Mitte, roughly translating into „rapt away in(to) your midst“.

hingerissen in eurer Mitte was published as part of the edition monacensia by the Allitera publishers in 
december 2013. 

The first years of the Schamrock-Salon, founded in 2008 in Munich, hit a peak in October 2012 with the  
three-day poetry festival. It was also acknowledging the necessity to continue and expand the network of  
women poets.

46 german-speaking poetesses followed the invitation by Augusta Laar, to present and celebrate together  
with their collegues from Austria, Switzerland, Southern Tyrolia, Finland and USA for three days the full  
spectrum of poetry, involving classic formats like theme oriented writing and lyrical prose to synergetic cooperations with different forms of art.

Regarding the size of the event and the necessity to master unknown tasks and difficulties, for the three organisers Augusta Laar, Alma Larsen und 
Sarah Ines Struck, themselves artists and authors, this was an experiment, that took more thten a years worth of attention.

The big echo and the number of positive reviews, but also the enthusiasm of all the participating poets, young and old, established or unknown,  
attested to the success of the festival and fuelled the impulse to publish this anthology. It unites all the festival-poets, for the most part including 
new and not yet publicised work.
